Board of Directors Meeting
Tuesday, September 29, 2015

President John Doehring called the meeting to order at 7:44 pm.
This meeting was conducted using “GoToMeeting” software over the internet and telephone.

Treasurer’s I nterim Report

In general, the financial condition of the NER is good. The cash balance is $4,291, which is
adequate and on-target. The investment portfolio declined $2,827 (5.4%) in value in August
during the recent “market correction,” reminding us that investment management is an on-going
responsibility and should become a regular function.

Gentleman:

The Audit Committee, as appointed by the Past President of the Northeastern Region of the National Model Railroad
Association (NER) is comprised of William Barry and Gerald Covino (the “Committee™), has audited the financial
statements of the NER submitted for review by Peter McKenney, NER Treasurer, for the fiscal year period commencing
July 1, 2013 ending June 30, 2014 and the period commencing January 1, 2013 ending June 30, 2013. The Committee
cautions NER Management that the opinion of the Committee regarding a full audit of the NER financial condition is
incomplete since the financial records of the NER Convention are not part of the Treasurer’s records therefore the
Committee makes no representation that Convention funds are in proper order or expenditures have been transacted in
accordance with the NER Executive Handbook dated April 2010.

Managements Responsibility for the Financial Statements -

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in accordance with
accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America, this includes the design, implementation, and
maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation and fair presentation of financial statements that are free
from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

Audit Committee’s Responsibility

The Committee’s responsibility is to express an opinion on the financial statements provided by the Treasurer based on
the audit. The Committee conducted the audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United
States of America. Those standards require that the Committee perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about
whether the financial statements are free from material misstatement. An audit involves performing procedures to
obtain audit evidence about the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. The procedures selected depend on
the Committee’s judgement, including the assessment of the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements,
whether due to fraud or error, in making those risk assessments. The Committee did consider internal control to the
preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in order to design audit procedures that are appropriate in
the circumstances, but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the internal control.
Accordingly, the Committee expresses no such opinion. An audit also includes evaluating the appropriateness of
accounting policies used and the reasonableness of significant accounting estimates made by management, as well as
evaluating the overall presentation of the financial statements. The Committee believes the audit evidence obtained is
sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our audit opinion.

Testing

Testing only pertains to information in the custody of the Treasurer provided to the Committee. Total revenue earned
during fiscal 2014 was $18,879. The Committee tested 49% ($9,296) of the revenue earned without exception. The
Committee confirmed the reported security deposit of $400 held at Rapid Press.

Total expenses incurred during the fiscal year were $8,821. The Committee tested 62.2% ($5,492) of the expenses
incurred without exception.

Total revenue earned during the period of the last six months of fiscal 2013 was $4,569 from general income and $996
from investment funds for a total of $5,565. The Committee tested 82% (84,569) of the revenue earned without
exception.

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Total expenses incurred during the last six months of fiscal 2013 were $2,770. The Committee tested 100% ($2.,770) of
the expenses incurred without material exception.

In summary, the Committee verified the cash balance on hand, including investments, at 6/30/2014 in the amount of
$62,221.

Opinion

The Committee’s opinion, the financial statements as referred to above and known by the Treasurer present fairly, in all
material respects, the financial position of the Northeastern Region of the National Model Railroad Association (the
“Region”) at June 30, 2014. The Committee further concluded that the Treasurer in general, faithfully executed the
responsibilities described in Section 10 of the NER Executive Handbook dated April 2010.

The Committee expresses its concern that the records of NER Conventions are not under the control of the Treasurer
and therefore the complete financial position of the Region is not fully reported. The Committee further expresses its
concern that the Treasurer may not be accurately reporting the financial position to the Internal Revenue Service. which
failure could jeopardize the Region’s 501(c)3 exemption status.

The Committee cannot conclude whether the funds received and expended on behalf of the NER Convention have been
fully accounted for and disbursed in accordance with the NER Executive Handbook or that the financial statements
presented by the Treasurer reflect the actual cash position of the Region. There is no evidence that the bank account
balance(s) are reported at year end in the Treasurer’s financial statements.

Recommendations
The Committee makes the following recommendations to Management that should be immediately implemented:
1. NER Convention accounts are placed under the direct control of the Treasurer for all purposes.

2. The NER Convention Treasurer should be named as the NER Assistant Treasurer, reporting to the Treasurer.
3. All NER Convention income and expenses be reported in all the Treasurer’s financial reports to the NER
Trustees.
4. The Treasurer has signatory authority on all NER Accounts.
